A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING 
CERTAIN ELIGIBLE EXPENDITURES OF SECTION 1505 FUNDS (MONEY GENERATED FROM 
SEIZED AND FORFEITED PERSONAL PROPERTY AND REAL PROPERTY IN COMPLIANCE 
WITH THE ILLINOIS DRUG ASSET FORFEITURE PROCEDURE ACT) FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 
VEHICLE FOR USE BY THE MAYWOOD POLICE DEPARTMENT FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES

(Not to Exceed $15,000.00 for Purchase of Tactical Vehicle)
  
 	WHEREAS, pursuant to the applicable provisions of the Drug Asset Forfeiture Procedure Act (the “Act”) (725 ILCS 150/1 et seq.), which is part of the Criminal Procedure laws found in the Illinois State Compiled Statutes, the Village President and Board of Trustees of Village of Maywood, an Illinois municipal corporation (“Maywood”), desire to approve the request of the Maywood Police Chief Val Talley for the  expenditure of Section 1505 Funds, which are monies generated from seized and forfeited personal property and real property in compliance with the Act, for the purchase of a vehicle for use by the Maywood Police Department for eligible law enforcement purposes; and  

WHEREAS, Police Chief Talley requests the expenditure of Section 1505 Funds in an amount not to exceed Fifteen Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($15,000.00) for the purchase of a motor vehicle for use by the Maywood Police Department to conduct drug surveillance and undercover law enforcement activities. A copy of Police Chief Talley’s request for expenditure of Section 1505 Funds, as set forth in the List of Village-Board Authorized, Eligible Expenditures From the Section 1505 Fund, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, the expenditure of Section 1505 Funds is subject to compliance with the Village’s Purchasing Policy established by Section 36.08 (Contracts and Purchases) of the Maywood Village Code. To the extent that a waiver from any provision of the Purchasing Policy, including its bidding process or the solicitation of competitive proposal process, is necessary to approve the requested expenditure of Section 1505 Funds, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood desire to authorize and approve such waiver from the bidding process or the solicitation of competitive proposal process as part of the approval of this Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood find that the use of Section 1505 Funds, as requested by Police Chief Talley, to purchase a motor vehicle for use by the Maywood Police Department to conduct drug surveillance and undercover law enforcement activities is an eligible, lawful expenditure of Section 1505 Funds under the Act, and further determines that the recommended expenditure is in the best interests of the Village, its residents, property owners, business owners and the public, and is authorized by applicable law.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

	SECTION 1: Each Whereas paragraph above is incorporated by reference into this Section 1 and made a part hereof as material and operative provisions of this Resolution.

	SECTION 2: The President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood approve, authorize and direct the expenditure of Section 1505 Funds in an amount not to exceed Fifteen Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($15,000.00), as allowed by applicable law, for the purchase of a motor vehicle for use by the Maywood Police Department to conduct drug surveillance and undercover law enforcement activities as set forth in the attached List of Village-Board Authorized, Eligible Expenditures From the Section 1505 Fund, a copy of which is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof. In addition, the President and Board of Trustees authorize and direct the Village President, the Village Clerk  and the Treasurer to execute such instruments and other documents to make the approved expenditures and take the necessary actions authorized by this Resolution. 

	SECTION 3: While the expenditure of Section 1505 Funds is subject to compliance with the Village’s Purchasing Policy established by Section 36.08 (Contracts and Purchases) of the Maywood Village Code, to the extent that a waiver from any provision of the Purchasing Policy, including its bidding process or the solicitation of competitive proposal process, is necessary to approve the requested expenditure of Section 1505 Funds, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood authorize and approve such waiver from the bidding process or the solicitation of competitive proposal process as part of the approval of the expenditure of Section 1505 Funds under this Resolution.

	SECTION 4: All Resolutions, or parts of Resolutions, in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution, to the extent of such conflict, are repealed.

	SECTION 5: Each section, paragraph, clause and provision of this Resolution is separable, and if any provision is held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the remainder of this Resolution, nor any part thereof, other than that part affected by such decision.

	SECTION 6: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.
